A couple had significant hearing loss and/or pathology and were directed towards further screening and how to obtain subsequent care.  A number of reading glasses/cases were given out (much to the delight of the recipients) and several received vaccinations (received with less delight!)  Blood sugars were done on half dozen patients and those with elevated sugars were advised regarding diet and the need for follow up.  The presence of only one physician did create longer wait times than usual.
